This contract covers the control of vegetation including the felling of trees, bush
clearing, hoeing or any associated vegetation control work, performed by the Contractor
for the successful completion of this contract on a as and when basis, in accordance
with the true meaning and intent of the contract document.

The work will be done by means of portable mechanicahand/ all the necessary
equipment needed to complete the works on Transnet property in the geographical
area controlled by the Depot Engineers Kimberley South ‘as per the Schedule of
Quantities and Prices.

Due to the nature, the extent and safety implications of the work under this contract, the contract
may be awarded to one Contractor.

A.2 SUFFICIENCY OF TENDER

The contract will only be ‘awarded to a tenderer who has experience in the field of
vegetation control (tree felling) in Southern Africa.

A site Inspection ‘Certificate (E4A) signed by the Technical Officer or his/her deputy
(compulsory),"must be submitted with the tender, and the submission thereof will be
deemed totindicate the Contractor's acquaintance with the occurrence and the extent of
species of vegetation to be controlled and all aspects that will and / or may effect such
control and costs thereof.

A.3 DURATION OF CONTRACT

The work provides for the control of vegetation for a period of one year (12 Months)
commencing on the date of notification of acceptance of tender with Transnet.

A.4 TO BE SUPPLIED BY TRANSNET FREIGHT RAIL

The following services will be provided by Transnet Freight Rail where required:
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Water as required from Transnet Freight Rail’'s existing points of supply; such water may
be untreated, chemically treated or borehole water. The Contractor shall be responsible
for all work and equipment needed to fill the water trucks from the water point provided
and to ensure that the water is suitable for its intended use.

The objective'of the Health and Safety Plan is to comply with the terms and norms of the
Occupational Health and Safety Act.

A.13 SITE MEETINGS

The Contractor shall attend site meetings when required. These meetings will be held
under the chairmanship of the Technical Officer or his/her deputy. When sub-contractors
are required to attend, the Contractor shall ensure their attendance.

A.14 SITE BOOKS

The Contractor shall provide a site instruction book and a daily diary at the site as
directed by the Technical Officer for the duration of the contract.

The Contractor shall complete the daily diary and a detailed description of the work
done shall be recorded on a daily basis.

A.15 TEMPORARILY CAMPS

Any toilet facilities brought on the work site must comply*with,the E4B documentation
of the Contract.

Under no circumstances is the Contractor or his/her personnel allowed on Transnet
property after sun set or before sun rise at the various'work sites.

A.16 DELAYED DAMAGES

If a Defect included in the Defects Certificate shows low performance with respect to a
level stated in the Contract Data, the Ceontractor pays the amount of low performance
damages in the amount of 60% of the prices rendered by the Contactor.

Transnet Freight Rail reserves the™“right to approach the Contractor with the second
lowest price rendered to completethe works.

A.17 VELD FIRES

Under no circumstaricessmay the Contractor or his/her employees make fires within
Transnet property. ‘Any fire which occurs as a result of the Contractor or his/her staff,
the Contractor willhbevheld fully responsible and accountable for the occurrence and
damages there off{ Ay damages and costs for these damages wiil be for the account
of Contractof.at no ¢harge to Transnet.

A.18 REACTION TIME

The Contractor will be available and punctual for callouts throughout the contract
period.

After being ordered to be on site by the Technical Officer or his/her Deputy, the
Contractor will start work within 48 hours (weekends included).

Part B

B.1 SCOPE

The scope of this contract covers the control of vegetation including: Tree felling
operations and bushes clearing, herbicide usage, hoeing or any associated works,
performed by the Contractor on based on their contract term on Transnet property
controlled by the Depot Engineer, Beaconsfield South.

This part covers the techniques, types and required standards of workmanship,
inspections, measurement, payment, and acceptability of the works,in respect of the
control of vegetation required in terms of the contract.

The essence of the contract is that Transnet Freight Rail*requires that vegetation to
be controlled to a required standard as specified, for‘the,duration of the contract
period.

The ways and means by which the above-mentioned results are obtained is the
responsibility of the Contractor. Transnet Freight.Railkhowever, have the right to monitor
the equipment, materials and activities of the Contractor to ascertain that all procedures
are in accordance with his/her tender, the relevant legislation and are conducive to the
achievement of the work. Such right of manitoring shall be entirely without prejudice to
Transnet Freight Rail and shall in no way relieve the Contractor of his/her responsibility
for satisfactory work.

Failure to comply with the performance proposed by the Contractor in the contract period,
the Contractor's tender may form the«basis for non-payment for work done, pending the
achievement of work and/or termifation or cancellation of the contract.

B.2 DEFINITIONS
VEGETATION CONTROL
Control is achieved when;

o Woody plant,material, i.e. trees, bushes, reeds and weeds has been cut back to a
maximum height of 30 cm,

e All cut plantimaterial is sprayed with the proper herbicide as registered for specific
plant species.

e Felled tree and bush material with diameter exceeding 150mm is cross cut into lengths
of at least 1m sections. Cross cutting will take place immediately after the felling of a
particular tree.

e All cut, dead or dry remains of any vegetation within the work area are removed where
it will not constitute a danger to Transnet employee, or it must be removed to a site
designated on Transnet property by the Technical Officer or his/her deputy,

o No cut material falls over or is placed in neighbouring property.

¢ Any plant or other material type be removed from the neighbouring property,

¢ No plant or other type material is left on the boundary fence of Transnet.

o If there is no re-growth of vegetation occur at any seasonal period during the year of
the contract period.
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e With regards to work lots as indicated in the Schedule of Service Fees and Cost, the
cleaning of all vegetation within the area will be regarded as inclusive to that work lot. If
for instance trees and shrubs (1m and higher that 8m) are found within the work area
(lot), these species must be regarded as part of the vegetation that needs to be controlled
and not separate from the work area. All plant species within the work lot (including grass
species) must be cut back to the required height of 30 cm.

¢ All plant material overhanging in a work lot area must be removed or cut back.

* Under no circumstances may the felling of trees take place if the remote
possibility exist that such trees, when felled, may endanger the safe passing of
trains or could result in trains being delayed, or could cause damage to rail
network infrastructure. In these cases the appropriate Transnet personnel must be
present on site and sufficient precautions taken i.e. Flagmen must'be stationed to
warn and or stop approaching rail traffic and or electrical switching has taken
place.

B.3 METHOD OF VEGETATION CONTROL

The Contractor's methods and program shall provide rapid, and effective control in all
areas. Techniques and programming employed shall therefore be directed at this aim.
The Contractor shall carry out immediate action to gontrol*growth in all instances where
rapid and effective control is not achieved during any period of the contract.

Any deviation from the method of work submittéd as by the Contractor shall be subject to
the approval of the Technical Officer.

B.4 STANDARDS OF WORKMANSHIP

Cut woody plant material, i.e. trees'and bush must be cut to the specified height.

There must be no cut, dead{ orrdry remains of any vegetation within the work area. In
instances where the Contractor,is allowed to stack vegetative material elsewhere in the
rail reserve, this material\will be neatly stacked according to the requirements of the
Technical Officer or his/herdeputy.

The Contractor must/ensure that no plant material fall into the neighbours property, if
such instances occur,/sthe Contractor must return to the area that work to rectify the
situation at no costto Transnet.

The Contractor,must employ safe and effective methods to ensure good, quality work.

B.5 WORK ORDERS

The Technical Officer will hand the Contractor specific work order for each specific work
area where control of vegetation is required.

Additional work will not be added to the work order if the Technical Officer did not specify
the additional work before hand.

B.6 PROGRAMME OF WORK

The Contractor shall undertake the planning and programming of the work covered in the
contract as stipulated in the Schedule of Service Fees and Cost, when it is requested
from the Technical Officer.

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Transnet requires that the Contractor to be present on site to start work within 48 hours
after been notified by the Technical Officer.

B.7 PERFORMANCE MONITORING AND EVALUATION

The Contractor shall at all times be responsible for supervision of the work and for follow-
up inspections to monitor the work performed.

He/she shall immediately take appropriate remedial action in areas where the specified
standard of work is not achieved.

For the duration of the contract period, revisits of the work areas must be employed in
order to verify the successful administration of the tree felling. In the instance were re-
growth had occurred, it will be the Contractor's responsibility to re-administer tree felling to
obtain the necessary success. This will be done at the Contractor's own costs.

The Technical Officer or his/her deputy shall at any time during,the operation carry out
inspections of the Contractor's performance methods and proeedures.

B.8 SAFETY (GENERAL)

Before any work is performed, the Contractor must-have a safety talk (which is recorded
in the Site Diary) with his/her employees to ensure everyone'’s safety during the day.

The Contractor is reminded that working adjacent to railway lines is hazardous and has
to be treated as such. Open fires are’nothallowed on site. Any fires that may occur
should be distinguished immediately at'ewn costs. Any claims due to fire caused by the
Contractor will be for his own account.

The Contractor must ensure that ne workers and equipment are on or within 3m of the
railway line when a train approaches. The Contractor will provide all protection required
for the safe working of his personnél.

All material, which exceeds, 2 metres in length, shall be carried below head height near
live high-voltage equipment. The utmost care must be taken to ensure that no part of
material comes withini3 mietres of any live high voltage equipment. The Contractor must
also inform thedpeople "under his control not to use objects like sticks, poles, etc. to
remove objectsfrom high-voltage equipment. No water shall be used in the form of a jet
if it can make“contact with any high-voltage equipment.

Also see safety precautions for working adjacent to and over railway lines in the E7/1
Document. No work is permitted under life high voltage lines. The Contractor must
request that the Technical Officer arrange for the necessary occupation before work
commences. Both the Contractor as well as the Transnet Freight Rail
representative must sign the working permit before any work may commence
under the high voltage line.

The Contractor must supply Transnet Freight Rail with a risk assessment, from which
a Safety plan must be generated for this Project. The Contractor must adhere to this -
Safety Plan at all times.

B.9 INSURANCE OF WORKS

S :
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The Contractor shall take every precaution to protect the Works against damage of any
nature.

The Contractor shall, for his/her interests, obtain insurance of the work site established:
people, materials, plant, equipment and tools as well as insurance for his motor
vehicles and the common law liabilities of the Contractor as an employer.

Transnet Freight Rail will arrange insurance for Public Liability at its own cost.

B.10 INSPECTION OF THE WORK

Inspection of the work will be done within 48 hours (depending=en.the area distance
where the works was completed) and after the Contractor has notified the Technical
Officer in writing that the work has been completed. If thework is found to be
satisfactory, the Contractor will be paid for the item which.Wwas requested by the
Technical Officer.

For the duration of this Contract, the Contractor s required to inspect the working
process as well as remedial work.

B.11 REMEDIAL WORK

The Contractor shall carry out remedial, work to all work where the standard of
workmanship has not been achieved at no costto Transnet Freight Rail.

The Technical Officer may, at any time afterthe inspection order the
Contractor to carry out remedial action, which is to be done within 24 hours after
being ordered.

Failing to commence with femedial work the Technical Officer may arrange for such
action to be carried out by 6thernContractors at the cost of the responsible Contractor.

B.12 POLLUTION PREVENTION AND ENVIRONMENTAL AWARNESS

According to the Envirenmental Management System of Transnet Freight Rail, pollution
must be prevented/as:far as possible and where pollution occurs due to the negligence
of the Contractor, he\she will be responsible for corrective actions.

B.13 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

On the successful completion of every work order given to the Contractor from the
Technical Officer and inspections held by the Contractor and the Technical Officer, the
Contractor must submit a tax invoices for payment.

The tax invoice must be completed in ink and all the necessary information must be
stipulated on the invoice.

The Technical Officer will there after certify the invoice and sign the work off.

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Payment for items quoted as in the Schedule of Service Fees and Cost by the
Contractor will be payable.

Travelling costs will be calculated as follow: the kilometre distance from the Depot

SAFETY ARRANGEMENTS AND PROCEDURAL COMPLIANCE

WITH THE OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH AND SAFETY ACT
(ACT 85 OF 1993) AND APPLICABLE REGULATIONS

General

The Contractor and Transnet Limited (hereinafter referred to¢as “Transnet”) are
individual employers, each in its own right, with their aespective duties and
obligations set out in the Occupational Health and Safety Act, Act*85 of 1993 (the
Act) and applicable Regulations.

The Contractor accepts, in terms of the General Conditions,of Contract and in terms of
the Act, his obligations as an employer in respect of all persons in his employ, other
persons on the premises or the Site or place of work or,0n the work to be executed by
him, and under his control. He shall, before commencement with the execution of the
contract work, comply with the provisions set out'in the Act, and shall implement and
maintain a Health and Safety Plan as described in the Construction Regulations, 2003
and as approved by Transnet, on the Sitévand, place of work for the duration of the
Contract.

The Contractor accepts his obligation to'complying fully with the Act and applicable
Regulations notwithstanding the omission of some of the provisions of the Act and the
Regulations from this docurfient.

Transnet accepts, in térms ofithe Act, its obligations as an employer of its own
employees working en of associated with the site or place of work, and the Contractor
and Technical Officervor his deputy shall at all times, co-operate in respect of the
health and safety ‘management of the site, and shall agree on the practical
arrangements/and procedures to be implemented and maintained during execution of
the Works.

In the event of any discrepancies between any legislation and this specification, the
applicable legislation will take precedence.

Definitions

In this Specification any word or expression to which a meaning has been assigned in
the Construction Regulations, shall have the meaning so assigned to it, unless the
context otherwise indicates: -

The work included in this Contract shall for the purposes of compliance with the Act
be deemed to be "Construction Work", which, in terms of the Construction
Regulations, 2003 means any work in connection with: -

(a) the erection, maintenance, alteration, renovation, repair, demolition or
dismantling of or addition to a building or any similar structure;
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(b)  the installation, erection, dismantling or maintenance of fixed plant where such
work includes the risk of a person falling;

(c) the construction, maintenance, demolition or dismantling of any bridge, dam,
canal, road, railway, runway, sewer or water reticulation system or any similar
civil engineering structure; or

(d)  the moving of earth, clearing of land, the making of an excavation, piling, or
any similar type of work;

“competent person” in relation to construction work, means anysperson having the
knowledge, training and experience specific to the work or task being performed:
Provided that where appropriate qualifications and training are registered as per the
South African Qualifications Authority Act, 1995 these qualifications and training
shall be deemed to be the required qualifications and training;

“contractor” means principal contractor and “subgOmntractor” means contractor as
defined by the Construction Regulations, 2003.

“fall protection plan” means a documented plan, of all risks relating to working from
an elevated position, considering the naturesef work undertaken, and setting out the
procedures and methods applied to eliminate the risk;

“health and safety file” means a file; or other record in permanent form, containing
the information required to be kept on sitesin accordance with the Act and applicable
Regulations;

“Health and Safety Plan “ymeans a documented plan which addresses the hazards
identified and include safe,work procedures to mitigate, reduce or control the hazards
identified;

“Risk Assessment” means‘a programme to determine any risk associated with any
hazard at a construgtion’site, in order to identify the steps needed to be taken to
remove, reducé or control such hazard;

“the Act’»means,the Occupational Health and Safety Act No. 85 of 1993.

Procédural Compliance

The Contractor who intends to carry out any construction work shall, before carrying
out such work, notify the Provincial Director in writing if the construction work:-

(a) includes the demolition of a structure exceeding a height of 3 metres; or
(b) includes the use of explosives to perform construction work; or
(c) includes the dismantling of fixed plant at a height greater than 3m,

and shall also notify the Provincial Director in writing when the construction work
exceeds 30 days or will involve more than 300 person days of construction work and
if the construction work:-

(a) includes excavation work deeper than 1m; or
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(b)  includes working at a height greater than 3 metres above ground or a landing.

The notification to the Provincial Director shall be on a form similar to Annexure A of
the Construction Regulations, 2003, also shown in Annexure 1 of this Specification.
The Contractor shall ensure that a copy of the completed notification form is kept on
site for inspection by an inspector, Technical Officer or employee.

The Contractor shall, in accordance with the Act and applicable Regulations, make all
the necessary appointments of competent persons in writing on a form similar to
Annexure 2 of this Specification and deliver copies thereof to the Technical Officer.
Copies should also be retained on the health and safety file.

Subcontractors shall also make the above written appointments“and the Contractor
shall deliver copies thereof to the Technical Officer.

In the case of a self-employed Contractor or any“subeontractor who has the
appropriate competencies and supervises the work”himself, the appointment of a
construction supervisor in terms of regulation 6.1 ‘ef the Construction Regulations,
2003 will not be necessary. The Contractor shall in stich a case execute and sign a
declaration, as in Annexure 3, by which he.personally undertakes the duties and
obligations of the "Chief Executive Officer! injterms of section 16(1) of the Act.

The Contractor shall, before commencing any work, obtain from the Technical Officer
an access certificate as in Annexure 4, executed and signed by him, permitting and
limiting access to the designated|site or place of work by the Contractor and any
subcontractors under his control.

Procedural compliance with{Act\and Regulations, as above, shall also apply to any
subcontractors as employers,in their own right. The Contractor shall furnish the
Technical Officer with, full particulars of such subcontractors and shall ensure that
they comply with the Aetand Regulations and Transnet's safety requirements and
procedures.

Special Permits

Where special permits are required before work may be carried out such as for
hotwotk,jisolation permits, work permits and occupations, the Contractor shall apply
to,the Technical Officer or the relevant authority for such permits to be issued. The
Contractor shall strictly comply with the conditions and requirements pertaining to the
issue of such permits.

Health and Safety Programme

The Tenderer shall, with his tender, submit a Health and Safety Programme setting out
the practical arrangements and procedures to be implemented by him to ensure
compliance by him with the Act and Regulations and particularly in respect of: -

(i) The provision, as far as is reasonably practical, of a working environment that is
safe and without risk to the health of his employees and subcontractors in terms
of section 8 of the Act;
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(i) the execution of the contract work in such a manner as to ensure in terms of
section 9 of the Act that persons other than those in the Contractor's
employment, who may be directly affected by the contract work are not thereby
exposed to hazards to their health and safety;

(iii) ensuring, as far as is reasonably practical, in terms of section 37 of the Act that
no employee or subcontractor of the Contractor does or omits to do any act
which would be an offence for the Contractor to do or omit to do.

The Contractor's Health and Safety Programme shall be based on a risk assessment in
respect of the hazards to health and safety of his employees and Other persons under
his control that are associated with or directly affected by the Contractor's activities in
performing the contract work and shall establish precautionary“measures as are
reasonable and practical in protecting the safety and health%ef such employees and
persons.

The Contractor shall cause a risk assessment contemiplated in clause 5.2 above to be
performed by a competent person, appointed in writing, before commencement of any
Construction Work and reviewed during construction. The Risk Assessments shall
form part of the Health and Safety progranmime to be applied on the site and shall
include at least the following:

(a)  The identification of the risks and hazards that persons may be exposed to;
(b) the analysis and evaluation (of the hazards identified;

(c) a documented Health ‘and Safety Plan, including safe work procedures to
mitigate, reduce or control the risks identified;

@) a monitoring and review'plan.
The Health and Saféty,Planséhall include full particulars in respect of: -

(a) The safétyamanagement structure to be instituted on site or place of work and
the names of the Contractor's health and safety representatives and members of
safety committees where applicable;

(b) thewsafe working methods and procedures to be implemented to ensure the work
1S$yperformed in compliance with the Act and Regulations;

© the safety equipment, devices and clothing to be made available by the
Contractor to his employees;

(d) the site access control measures pertaining to health and safety to be
implemented;

(e) the arrangements in respect of communication of health and safety related
matters and incidents between the Contractor, his employees, subcontractors
and the Technical Officer with particular reference to the reporting of incidents
in compliance with Section 24 and General Administrative Regulation 8 of the
Act and with the pertinent clause of the General Conditions of Contract
forming part of the Contract and
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® the introduction of control measures for ensuring that the Safety Plan is
maintained and monitored for the duration of the Contract.

The Health and Safety programme shall be subject to the Technical Officer's approval
and he may, in consultation with the Contractor, order that additional and/or
supplementary practical arrangements and procedures be implemented and maintained
by the Contractor or that different working methods or safety equipment be used or
safety clothes be issued which, in the Technical Officer's opinion, are necessary to
ensure full compliance by the Contractor with his obligations as an employer in terms
of the Act and Regulations. The Technical Officer or his deputy shall be allowed to
attend meetings of the Contractor's safety committee as an observer.

The Contractor shall take reasonable steps to ensure that each subcontractor’s Health
and Safety Plan is implemented and maintained on the construetionsite: Provided that
the steps taken, shall include periodic audits at intervals.mutually agreed to between
the them, but at least once every month.

The Contractor shall stop any subcontractor from executing any construction work,
which is not in accordance with the Contractor’s, and/or subcontractor’s Health and
Safety Plan for the site or which poses a threat“torthe health and safety of persons.

The Contractor shall ensure that a copy of the Health and Safety Plan is available on
site for inspection by an inspector, Technical, Officer, agent, subcontractor, employee,
registered employee organisation, health,and safety representative or any member of
the health and safety committee.

The Contractor shall consult with the health and safety committee or, if no health and
safety committee exists, with.)a representative group of employees, on the
development, monitoring’andweview of the Risk Assessment.

The Contractor shall, ensuré that all employees under his control are informed,
instructed and trained by'a,competent person regarding any hazard and the related work
procedures befofesany work commences, and thereafter at such times as may be
determined in‘the’Risk Assessment.

The Contfactor shall ensure that all subcontractors are informed regarding any hazard
as stipulatedyin the Risk Assessment before any work commences, and thereafter at
such,times as may be determined in the Risk Assessment.

The Contractor shall ensure that all visitors to a construction site undergoes health and
safety induction pertaining to the hazards prevalent on the site and shall be provided
with the necessary personal protective equipment.

Fall Protection Plan

In the event of the risk and hazard identification, as required in terms of clause 5.3 of
this Specification, revealing risks relating to working from an elevated position the
contractor shall cause the designation of a competent person, responsible for the
preparation of a fall protection plan;
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The Contractor shall implement, maintain and monitor the fall protection plan for the
duration of Contract. The Contractor shall also take such steps to ensure the
continued adherence to the fall protection plan.

The fall protection plan shall include:-
(a) A Risk Assessment of all work carried out from an elevated position;
(b) the procedures and methods to address all the identified risks per location;

(c) the evaluation of the employees physical and psychologicalafitness necessary
to work at elevated positions;

(d) the training of employees working from elevated positions; and

(e) the procedure addressing the inspection, testing and, mainitenance of all fall
protection equipment.

Hazards and Potential Hazardous Situations

The Contractor and the Technical Officer shall immediately notify one another of any
hazardous or potentially hazardous situationS*which may arise during performance of
the Contract by the Contractor or any subcontractor and, in particular, of such hazards
as may be caused by the design, execution ‘and/or location and any other aspect
pertaining to the contract work.

Health and Safety File

The Contractor shall ensure that.athealth and safety file is opened and kept on site and
shall include all documeritationirequired as per the Act and applicable regulations, and
made available to an inspector, the Technical Officer, or subcontractor upon request.

The Contractor shall ensure that a copy of the both his Health and Safety Plan as well
as any subcontraeter’s Health and Safety Plan is available on request to an employee,
inspector, contraétor or the Technical Officer.

The Contractor shall hand over a consolidated health and safety file to the Technical
Officer™upon completion of the Construction Work and shall in addition to
documentation mentioned in the Act and applicable Regulations include a record of all
drawings,*designs, materials used and other similar information concerning the
completed structure.

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SPECIFICATION FOR WORKS ON, OVER, UNDER OR ADJACENT TO RAILWAY LINES AND
NEAR HIGH VOLTAGE EQUIPMENT

(This Specification shall be used in Transnet Contracts)
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DEFINITIONS
The following definitions shall apply :
Authorised Person. A person whether an employee of Transnet or not, who has been specially authorised to

undertake specific duties in terms of Transnet's publication SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS: HIGH-VOLTAGE
ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT, and who holds a certificate or letter of authority to that effect.

Barrier. Any device designed to restrict access to "live" high-voltage electrical equipment.
Bond. A short conductor installed to provide electrical continuity.
Contractor. Any person or organisation appointed by Transnet to carry out work on its behalf.

Dead. Isolated and earthed.

Electrical Officer (Contracts). The person appointed in writing by the responsible Electrical Engineer in
Transnet as the person who shail be consulted by the Contractor in all\electrical matters to ensure that
adequate safety precautions are taken by the Contractor.

Executive Officer. The person appointed by Transnet from timesto time as the Executive Officer to act
according to the rights and powers held by and obligations placed upon him’in terms of the Contract.

High-Voltage. A voltage normally exceeding 1 000 volts.

Live. A conductor is said to be "live" when it is at a potential, different from that of the earth or any other
conductor of the system of which it forms a part.

Near. To be in such a position that a person's bady orthestools he is using or any equipment he is handling
may come within 3 metres of live exposed high-veltage electrical equipment.

Occupation. An authorisation granted by Transnet for work to be carried out under specified conditions on,
over under or adjacent to railway lines.

Occupation Between Trains. An occlpation during an interval between successive trains.

Project Manager. The persongor juristic person appointed by Transnet from time to time as the Project
Manager, to administer the Contract according to the powers and rights held by and obligations placed upon
him in terms of the Contract!

Responsible Representative. The responsible person in charge, appointed by a contractor, who has
undergone specific trainings(and hoids a certificate) to supervise staff under his control to work on, over,
under or adjacent ta.railway lines and in the vicinity of high-voltage electrical equipment.

Technical Officer. [ The person or juristic person appointed by Transnet from time to time as the Technical
Officer, to administer the Contractor's performance and execution of the Works according to the powers and
rights helddby and obligations placed upon the Technical Officer in terms of the Contract.

Total Oceupation. An occupation for a period when trains are not to traverse the section of line covered by
the occupation.

Work on. Work undertaken on or so close to the equipment that the specified working clearances to the live
equipment cannot be maintained.

Work Permit. A combined written application and authority to proceed with work on or near dead electrical
equipment.

AUTHORITY OF OFFICERS OF TRANSNET

The Contractor shall co-operate with the officers of Transnet and shall comply with all instructions
issued and restrictions imposed with respect to the Works which bear on the existence and
operation of Transnet's railway lines and high-voltage equipment.

Without limiting the generality of the provisions of 2.1, any duly authorised representative of
Transnet, having identified himself, may stop the work if, in his opinion, the safe passage of trains
or the safety of Transnet assets or any person is affected. CONSIDERATIONS OF SAFETY
SHALL TAKE PRECEDENCE OVER ALL OTHER CONSIDERATIONS.

CONTRACTOR'S REPRESENTATIVES

The Contractor shall nominate Responsible Representative§=of.whom at least one shall be
available at any hour for call-out in cases of emergengymThe Contractor shall provide the
Technical Officer with the names, addresses and telephone numbers of the representatives.

The Contractor guarantees that he has satisfied himself that the Responsible Representative is
fully conversant with this specification and that he ‘shall,comply with all his obligations in respect
thereof.

OCCUPATIONS AND WORK PERMITS

Work to be done during total occupation or during an occupation between trains or under a work
permit shall be done in a manner decidediby the Technical Officer and at times to suit Transnet
requirements.

The Contractor shall organise “the\Works in a manner, which will minimise the number and
duration of occupations andiwork permits required.

Transnet will not be liable fomany financial or other loss suffered by the Contractor arising from his
failure to complete any work scheduled during the period of an occupation or work permit.

The Contractor shall submit to the Technical Officer, in writing, requests for occupations or work
permits together withvdetails of the work to be undertaken, at least 14 days before they are
required. Transnet does not undertake to grant an occupation or work permit for any particular
date, time or duration.

Transnet reserves the right to cancel any occupation or work permit at any time before or during
the period of occupation or work permit. If, due to cancellation or change in date or time, the
Contractor is not permitted to start work under conditions of total occupation or work permit at the
time arranged, all costs caused by the cancellation shall be born by the Contractor except as
provided for in clauses 4.6 to 4.8.

When the Contractor is notified less than 2 hours before the scheduled starting time that the
occupation or work permit is cancelled, he may claim reimbursement of his direct financial losses
caused by the loss of working time up to the time his labour and plant are employed on other
work, but not exceeding the period of the cancelled occupation or work permit.

When the Contractor is notified less than 2 hours before the schedule starting time, or during an
occupation or work permit, that the duration of the occupation or work permit is reduced, he may
claim reimbursement of his direct financial losses caused by the loss of working time due to the
reduced duration of the occupatiqn or work permit.

Reimbursement the Contractor for any loss of working time in terms of 4.6 and 4.7, shall be
subject to his claims being submitted within 14 days of the event with full*details of labour and
plant involved, and provided that the Technical Officer certifies that no'‘other work on which the
labour and plant could be employed was immediately available.

Before starting any work for which an occupation has been arrafiged; thé Contractor shall obtain
from the Technical Officer written confirmation of the date, timetand.duration of the occupation.

Before starting any work for which a work permit has been arranged, the Responsible
Representative shall read and sign portion C of form No. T.4276 signifying that he is aware of the
limits within which work may be undertaken. After the'work for which the permit was granted has
been completed, or when the work permit is due ‘t6"be, terminated, or if the permit is cancelled
after the start, the same person who signed pgrtion C shall sign portion D of the T.1276 form,
thereby acknowledging that he is aware that the ‘electrical equipment is to be made "live". The
Contractor shall advise all his workmen accardingly.

SPEED RESTRICTIONS AND PROTECTION

When speed restrictions are imposed by Transnet because of the Contractor's activities, the
Contractor shall organise and carry*out his work so as to permit the removal of the restrictions as
soon as possible.

When the Technical Officer ‘considers protection to be necessary the Contractor shall, unless
otherwise agreed, provide all, protection including flagmen, other personnel and all equipment for
the protection of Transnet's and the Contractor's personnel and assets, the public and including
trains. Transnet will jprovide training free of charge of the Contractor's flagmen and other
personnel performing protection duties. The Contractor shall consult with the Technical Officer,
whenever hegsconsiders that protection will be necessary, taking into account the minimum
permissible clearances set out in appendixes 1 to 4.

The Contractor shall appoint a Responsible Representative to receive and transmit any
instruction, which may be given by Transnet personnel providing protection.

ROADS ON TRANSNET PROPERTY

The provision of clause 25 of the E.5, General Conditions of Contract, or clause 23 of the E.5
(MW), General Conditions of Contract for Maintenance Works, shall apply to the use of existing
roads on Transnet's property.
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CLEARANCES

No temporary works shall encroach on the appropriate minimum clearances set out in Annexure 1
BE97-01 Sheets 1,2, 3 and 5 of 5.

STACKING OF MATERIAL

The Contractor shall not stack any material closer than 3 m from the centre line of any railway line
without prior approval of the Technical Officer.

EXCAVATION, SHORING, DEWATERING AND DRAINAGE

Unless otherwise approved by the Technical Officer any excavation adjacent to a railway line shall
not encroach on the hatched area shown in Figure 1.

The Contractor shall provide at his own cost.any shoring, dewatering or drainage of any
excavation unless otherwise stipulated elsewhere,in the Contract.

Where required by the Technical Officer, drawings of shoring for any excavation under or adjacent
to a railway line shall be submitted and germission to proceed obtained, before the excavation is
commenced.

The Contractor shall prevent ingressiof water to the excavation but where water does enter, he
shall dispose of it as directed by the Technical Officer.

The Contractor shall not bleck, obstruct or damage any existing drains either above or below
ground level unless he has,madefadequate prior arrangements to deal with drainage.

FALSEWORK FOR'STRUCTURES

Drawings of falsewerk for the construction of any structure over, under or adjacent to any railway
line shall be submitted to the Technical Officer and his permission to proceed obtained before the
falsework is'ere¢ted. Each drawing shall be given a title and a distinguishing number and shall be
signed byaa segistered professional engineer certifying that he has checked the design of the
falsework andithat the drawings are correct and in accordance with the design.

After the falsework has been erected and before any load is applied, the Contractor shall submit
to the Technical Officer a certificate signed by a registered professional engineer certifying that he
has checked the falsework and that it has been erected in accordance with the drawings. Titles
and numbers of the drawings shall be stated in the certificate. Notwithstanding permission given
by the Technical Officer to proceed, the Contractor shall be entirely responsible for the safety and
adequacy of the falsework.
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PILING

The Technical Officer will specify the conditions under which piles may be installed on Transnet
property.

UNDERGROUND SERVICES

No pegs or stakes shall be driven or any excavation made before the Contractor has established
that there are no underground services, which may be damaged thereby.

Any damage shall be reported immediately to the Technical Officer, or tethe official in charge at
the nearest station, or to the traffic controller in the case of centralised traffic control.

BLASTING

The provisions of clause 23 of the E.5, General Conditions of*Gentract or clause 21 of the E.5
(MW), General Conditions of Contract for Maintenance Workpshall apply to all blasting operations
undertaken in terms of the Contract.

The Contractor shall provide proof that he has complied with the provisions of clauses 10.17.1 to
10.17.4 of the Explosives Regulations (Act 26 of 1956-as, amended).

Blasting within 500m of a railway line will only be permitted during intervals between trains. A
person appointed by the Technical Officer, assisted by flagmen with the necessary protective
equipment, will be in communication with.the ‘controlling railway station.

Only this person will be authorised to give the,Contractor permission to blast, and the Contractor
shall obey his instructions implicitly regarding.the time during which blasting may take place.

The flagmen described in 13.3, where\provided by Transnet, are for the protection of trains and
Transnet property only, and theirpresence does not relieve the Contractor in any manner of his
responsibilities in terms of Explosives Act or Regulations, or any obligation in terms of this
Contract.

The person described in"13.3 will record in a book provided and retained by Transnet the dates
and times -

(i) when gach request is made by him to the controlling station for permission to blast;

(i) when blasting may take place;

(iii) when blasting actually takes place; and

(iv) when he advises the controlling station that the line is safe for the passage of trains.
Before each blast the Contractor shall record in the same book, the details of the blast to be

carried out. The person appointed by the Technical Officer and the person who will do the
blasting shall both sign the book whenever an entry described in 13.5 is made.
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16.1

The terms of clause 27 hereof shall be strictly adhered to.

RAIL TROLLEYS

The use of rail trolleys or trestle trolleys on a railway line for working on high voltage equipment
will be permitted only if approved by the Technical Officer and under the conditions stipulated
by him.

All costs in connection with such trolley working requested by the Contractor shall, unless
otherwise agreed, be borne by the Contractor, excluding the costs of any train protection
services normally provided free of charge by Transnet.

SIGNAL TRACK CIRCUITS

Where signal track circuits are installed, the Contractor shall efsure that no material capable of
conducting an electrical current makes contact between railstof.a, railway line/lines.

No signal connections on track-circuited tracks shall be severed without the Technical Officer's
knowledge and consent.

PENALTY FOR DELAYS TO TRAINS

if any trains are delayed by the Contractor.andithe Technical Officer is satisfied that the delay
was avoidable, a penalty will be imposed on the Contractor of R5 000 per hour or part thereof
for the period of delay, irrespective of the number of trains delayed.
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PART B - ADDITIONAL SPECIFICATION FOR WORK NEAR HIGH-VOLTAGE ELECTRICAL
EQUIPMENT

GENERAL

This specification is based on the contents of Transnet's publication SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS, HIGH-VOLTAGE ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT, as amended, a copy of which
will be made available on loan to the Contractor for the duration of the contract. These
instructions apply to all work near live high-voltage equipment maintained and/or operated by
Transnet, and the onus rests on the Contractor to ensure that he obtains a copy.

The Contractor's attention is drawn in particular to the contents of Part I} Sections 1 and 2 of
the Safety Instructions : High-Voltage Electrical Equipment.

The Safety Instructions: High-Voltage Electrical Equipment, cover the minimum safety
precautions which must be taken to ensure safe working ofiorwnear high-voltage electrical
equipment, and must be observed at all times. Should=additional safety measures be
considered necessary because of peculiar local conditionspthese may be ordered by and at the
discretion of the Electrical Officer (Contracts).

This specification must be read in conjunction with\and not in lieu of the Safety Instructions :
High-Voltage Electrical Equipment.

The Contractor shall obtain the approval of the Electrical Officer (Contracts) before any work is
done which causes or could cause any portion, of a person's body or the tools he is using or
any equipment he is handling, to comeswithin 3/metres of any live high-voltage equipment.

The Contractor shall regard all high-voltage’equipment as live unless a work permit is in force.

Safety precautions taken or bartiers erected shall comply with the requirements of the Electrical
Officer (Contracts), and shall_be approved by him before the work to be protected is
undertaken by the Contractor. The Contractor shall, unless otherwise agreed, bear the cost of
the provision of the bafriers,and other safety precautions required, including the attendance of
Transnet staff where'this'is necessary.

No barrier shallfbe removed unless authorised by the Electrical Officer (Contracts).

WORK ON'BUILDINGS OR FIXED STRUCTURES

Beforefany work is carried out or measurements are taken on any part of a building, fixed
structure or earthworks of any kind above ground level situated within 3 metres of live high-
voltage equipment, the Electrical Officer (Contracts) shall be consulted to ascertain the
conditions under which the work may be carried out.

No barrier erected to comply with the requirements of the Electrical Officer (Contracts) shall be
used as temporary staging or shuttering for any part of the Works.

The shuttering for bridge piers, abutments, retaining walls or parapets adjacent to or over any
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track may be permitted to serve as a barrier, provided that it extends at least 2,5 metres above
any working level in the case of piers, abutments and retaining walls and 1,5 metres above any
working level in the case of parapets.

WORK DONE ON OR OUTSIDE OF ROLLING STOCK, INCLUDING LOADING OR
UNLOADING

No person shall stand, climb or work whilst on any platform, surface or foothold higher than the
normal unrestricted places of access, namely -

(i) the floor level of trucks;
(if) external walkways on diesel, steam and electric locomotives, steam heat vans, etc. and
(iif) walkways between coaches and locomotives.

When in these positions, no person may raise his hands @r-anysequipment or material he is
handling above his head.

In cases where the Contractor operates his own rail mounted equipment, he shall arrange for
the walkways on this plant to be inspected by the Electrical Officer (Contracts) and approved,
before commencement of work.

The handling of long lengths of material such*as metal pipes, reinforcing bars, etc should be
avoided, but if essential they shall be handled, as nearly as possible in a horizontal position
below head height.

The Responsible Representative shall'warn'all persons under his control of the danger of being
near live high-voltage equipment, ‘@and shall ensure that the warning is fully understood.

Where the conditions in 19,10, 19.3 cannot be observed the Electrical Officer (Contracts), shall
be notified. He will arrangesfor suitable Safety measures to be taken. The Electrical Officer
(Contracts), may in hi§ discretion and in appropriate circumstances, arrange for a suitable
employee of the Cantractor to be specially trained by Transnet and at its costs, as an
Authorised Person, to workCloser than 3 metres from live overhead conductors and under such
conditions as may be imposed by the Senior responsible Electrical Engineer in Transnet.

USE OF EQUIPMENT
Measuring Tapes and Devices

Measuring tapes may be used near live high-voltage equipment provided that no part of any
tape or a person's body comes within 3 metres of the live equipment.

In windy conditions the distance shall be increased to ensure that if the tape should fall it will
not be blown nearer than 3 metres from the live high-voltage equipment.
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Special measuring devices longer than 2 metres such as survey staves and rods may be used
if these are of non-conducting material and approved by the responsible Electrical Engineer in
Transnet, but these devices must not be used within 3 metres of live high-voltage equipment in
rainy or wet conditions.

The assistance of the Electrical Officer (Contracts) shall be requested when measurements
within the limits defined in 20.1.1 to 20.1.3 are required.

The restrictions described in 20.1.1 to 20.1.3 do not apply on a bridge deck between
permanent parapets nor in other situations where a barrier effectively prevents contact with the
live high-voltage equipment.

Portable Ladders

Any type of portable ladder longer then 2 metres may only*be“used near live high-voltage
equipment under the direct supervision of the Responsible=Representative. He shall ensure
that the ladder is always used in such a manner that the distanice from the base of the ladder to
any live high-voltage equipment is greater than the fully extended length of the ladder plus 3
metres. Where these conditions cannot be observed, the\Electrical Officer (Contracts) shall be
advised, and he will arrange for suitable safety measures to be taken.

CARRYING AND HANDLING MATERIAL AND EQUIPMENT

Pipes, scaffolding, iron sheets, reinforcing barsyand other material, which exceeds 2 metres in
length, shall be carried completely belowyhead height near live high-voltage equipment. For
maximum safety two or more persons so as to maintain it as nearly as possible in a horizontal
position should carry such material. The utrmost care must be take to ensure that no part of the
material comes within 3 metres ofiany live high-voltage equipment.

Long lengths of wire or cable,shall never be run out in conditions where a part of a wire or
cable can come within 3metres of any live high-voltage equipment unless the Electrical Officer
(Contracts) has been a@ivised and has approved appropriate safety precautions.

The presence of,overhead power lines shall always be taken account of especially when
communications’ lines“or cables or aerial cables, stay wires, etc. are being erected above
ground level.

PRECAUTIONS"TO BE TAKEN WHEN ERECTING OR REMOVING POLES, ANTENNAE,
TREES ETC.

A pole may be handled for the purpose of erection or removal near high-voltage equipment
under the following conditions:

(i) If the distance between the point at which the pole is to be erected or removed and the
nearest live high-voltage equipment is more than the length of the pole plus 3 metres, the
work shall be supervised by the Responsible Representative.
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(i) If the distance described in (i) is less than the length of the pole plus 3 metres, the
Electrical Officer (Contracts) shall be consulted to arrange for an Authorised Person to
supervise the work and to ensure that the pole is earthed where possible. The pole shall
be kept in contact with the point of erection, and adequate precautions shall be taken to
prevent contact with live high-voltage equipment.

The cost of supervision by an Authorised Person and the provision of earthing shall, unless
otherwise agreed, be borne by the Contractor.

The provisions of clauses 22.1 and 22.2 shall also apply to the erection or removal of columns,
antennae, trees, posts, etc.

USE OF WATER

No water shall be used in the form of a jet if it can make contact with “any live high-voltage
equipment or with any person working on such equipment.

USE OF CONSTRUCTION PLANT

"Construction plant” entails all types of plant including cranes, piling frames, boring machines,
excavators, draglines, dewatering equipment and road vehicles with or without lifting
equipment.

When work is being undertaken in such a position that it is possible for construction plant or its
load to come within 3 metres of live high-voltage ‘equipment, the Electrical Officer (Contracts)
shall be consulted. He will arrange for an_Authorised Person to supervise the work and to
ensure that the plant is adequately earthed. The Electrical Officer (Contracts) will decide
whether further safety measures are necessary.

The cost of any supervision by ‘@n.Authorised Person and the provision of earthing shall, unless
otherwise agreed, be borne by.the Contractor.

When loads are handled by,cranes, non-metallic rope hand lines shall be used, affixed to such
loads so as to preventiytheir swinging and coming within 3 metres of live high-voltage
equipment.

Clauses 24.1 t0,24.4 shall apply mutatis mutandis to the use of maintenance machines of any
nature.

WORK PERFORMED UNDER DEAD CONDITIONS UNDER COVER OF A WORK PERMIT

If the’'Responsible Representative finds that the work cannot be done in safety with the high-
voltage electrical equipment live, he shall consult the Electrical Officer (Contracts) who will
decide on the action to be taken.

If a work permit is issued the Responsible Representative shall -

(i) before commencement of work ensure that the limits within which work may be carried out
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have been explained to him by the Authorised Person who issued the permit to him, and
that he fully understands these limits.

(i} sign portion C of the permit before commencement of work;

(i) explain to all persons under his control the limits within which work may be carried out, and
ensure that they fully understand these limits;

(iv) care for the safety of all persons under his control whilst work is in progress; and

(v) withdraw all personnel under his control from the equipment on completion of the work
before he signs portion D of the work permit.

TRACTION RETURN CIRCUITS IN RAILS

DANGEROUS CONDITIONS CAN BE CREATED BY REMOVING  OR SEVERING ANY
BOND.

Broken rails with an air gap between the ends, and joints, ‘at which fishplates are removed
under "broken bond" conditions, are potentially lethal. The rails on either side of an air gap
between rail ends on electrified lines shall not be touched simultaneously until rendered safe by
Transnet personnel.

The Contractor shall not break any permanentibonds between rails or between rails and any
structure. He shall give the Technical Officer-at least 7 days written notice when removal of
such bonds is necessary.

No work on the track which involves interference with the traction return rail circuit either by
cutting or removing the rails, or by,removal of bonds shall be done unless the Electrical Officer
(Contracts) is consulted. He "will_take such precautions as may be necessary to ensure
continuity of the return circuit'before permitting the work to be commenced.

BLASTING

The Contractor shall obtain the permission of the Electrical Officer (Contracts) before blasting,
and shall give at'least 14 days notice of his intention to blast.

No blasting” shall ‘beé done in the vicinity of electrified lines unless a member of Transnet's
electrical personnél is present.

The, terms of clause 13 hereof shall be strictly adhered to.
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HIGH-VOLTAGE ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT NOT MAINTAINED AND/OR OPERATED BY
TRANSNET

Where the work is undertaken on or near high-voltage electrical equipment which is not
maintained and/or operated by Transnet, the Occupational Health and Safety Act No. 85 of
1993, and Regulations and Instructions, or the Mines Health and Safety Act (Act 29 of 1996),
shall apply.

Such equipment includes: -

(i) Eskom and municipal equipment;
(i) the Contractor's own power supplies; and

(iii) electrical equipment being installed but not yet taken over from the Contractor.
