All the stipulations around Transnet’s blacklisting process as laid down in Transnet’s Supply Chain
Policy and Procurement Procedures Manual are included herein by way of reference. Below follows a

condensed summary of this blacklisting procedure.

Blacklisting is a mechanism used to exclude a company/person from future business with Transnet for
a specified period. The decision to blacklist is based on one of the grounds for blacklisting. The
standard of proof to commence the blacklisting process is whether a “ prima facie” (i.e. on the face of
it) case has been established.
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36.3 Depending on the seriousness of the misconduct and the strategic importance of the Goods/Services,
in addition to blacklisting a company/person from future business, Transnet may decide to terminate

some or all existing contracts with the company/person as well.
36.4 A supplier or contractor to Transnet may not subcontract any portion of the contract to a blacklisted
company.

36.5 Grounds for blacklisting include: If any person/Enterprise which has submitted a Bid, concluded a

contract, or, in the capacity of agent or subcontractor, has been associated with such Bid or contract:

a) Has, in bad faith, withdrawn such Bid after the advertised closing date and time for the receipt
of Bids;

b) has, after being notified of the acceptance of his Bid, failed or refused to sign a contract when
called upon to do so in terms of any condition for{ﬂng part of the bid documents;

c) has carried out any contract resulting from-éw bid in an unsatisfactory manner or has
breached any condition of the contract; \/

d) has offered, promised or given a bribe@tion to the obtaining or execution of the contract;

When a
dispute arises between Transnet and its supplier, the parties should use their best endeavours to
resolve the dispute in an amicable manner, whenever possible. Litigation in bad faith negates the
principles of trust and good faith on which commercial relationships are based. Accordingly, Transnet
will not do business with a company that litigates against it in bad faith or is involved in any action
that reflects bad faith on its part. Litigation in bad faith includes, but is not limited to the following

instances:

a) Vexatious proceedings. These are frivolous proceedings which have been instituted without

proper grounds;

b) Perjury. Where a supplier commits perjury either in giving evidence or on affidavit;
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¢) Scurrilous allegations. Where a supplier makes allegations regarding a senior Transnet employee
which are without a proper foundation, scandalous, abusive or defamatory.
d) Abuse of court process. When a supplier abuses the court process in order to gain a competitive
advantage during a bid process.
